A Visit to the Blessed Sacrament
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Stillness: As we approach the Lord in the Tabernacle we
make the Sign of the Cross.

Preparation: we open our hearts to the Lord and make a
prayer of preparation.

O God, who in this wonderful Sacrament have left us a
memorial of your Passion, grant us, we pray, so to revere
the sacred mysteries of your Body and Blood that we may
always experience in ourselves the fruits of your
redemption. Who live and reign with God the Father in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

Invocation: Make an Act of Spiritual Communion.

My Jesus, | believe that you are present in the Most Holy
Sacrament of the Altar. | love you above all things, and |
desire to receive you into my soul. Since | cannot at this
moment receive you sacramentally, come at least
spiritually into my heart. | embrace you as if you were
already there and unite myself wholly to you. Never permit
me to be separated from you. Amen.

Read: Meditate on the Gospel of John (6:51-58)

Jesus said to the crowd: ‘| am the living bread which has
come down from heaven. Anyone who eats this bread will
live for ever; and the bread that | shall give is my flesh, for
the life of the world.’ Then the Jews started arguing with one
another: ‘How can this man give us his flesh to eat?’ they
said. Jesus replied: ‘I tell you most solemnly,

if you do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his
blood, you will not have life in you. Anyone who does eat my

flesh and drink my blood has eternal life, and | shall raise
him up on the last day. For my flesh is real food and my
blood is real drink. He who eats my flesh and drinks my
blood lives in me and | live in him. As |, who am sent by the
living Father, myself draw life from the Father, so whoever
eats me will draw life from me. This is the bread come down
from heaven; not like the bread our ancestors ate: they are
dead, but anyone who eats this bread will live for ever.’

Intercession: We place before the Lord the desires of our
hearts. Pray for the Holy Father, for Bishop Mark and the
clergy of our diocese, for vocations to the priesthood, for
those who are sick, for your own personal needs, and for
those who have died.

Thanksgiving: In thanksgiving we pray the Divine Praises.
